Hallway Cool Tool

School Wide Expectations:  Be Respectful, Be Responsible, Be Safe

Purpose-Why is it important?

     1.  To teach students expected procedures on how to walk through the halls.

     2.  To get from one place to another quickly and quietly.

     3.  To keep our school and hallways safe.

Teaching Examples:
     1.  Your class is scheduled to go to gym which is on the north end of the building.  Gym is 

          your favorite class and you want to get there quickly, quietly, and safely.  You decide that 

          the best way to get there is to line up single file, face forward, and walk with your voice 

          off on the right side of the hallway with your class.

     2.  Your class is coming back into the building after recess on a cold winter afternoon.  You 

          walk in single file, face forward on the right side of the hallway with your voice off.  You 

          hang your coat and snow pants on your hook, place your hat and gloves on the shelf above 

          or in your coat pockets, and place your boots side by side underneath your hook against 

          the wall.

     3.  You see your sister, brother, or friend in the hallway.  You would like to say hi, wave, or 

          give a high five but know that you need to remain quiet and keep your hands and feet to 

          yourself.  You decide to smile and nod.

     4.  In math your class has been working very hard mastering subtraction with regrouping. 

          Your teacher is very proud of your hard work and has it displayed on the wall outside the

          classroom.  You are also very proud and want others to see it when they walk 

          by without touching it.

Role Plays:
     1.  Have students practice walking to another location in a straight line single file, faces 

          forward, hands and feet to self, voices off and walking on the right side.
     2.  Have two groups of students practice walking in opposite directions in the hallway staying 

          on the right side.  Have them communicate verbally and then nonverbally with each other.  

          Discuss which way was the appropriate way to communicate with a friend when passing in 

          the hallway and why.

     3.  Have a small group of students practice coming in from recess in full winter dress.  Upon 

          arriving at their hook have them throw their winter items near their hook.  Have a second 

          group hang up their outer garments neatly and place their boots together under their hook 

          against the wall.  Discuss which method is respectful, responsible, safe, and why.
